Project: Bula will
be supporting St. Christopher’s Orphanage, The Hilton Special School for the Handicapped, Colonial War
Memorial Children’s Hospital, and The Del Kusha Orphanage. The goal is to start with Fiji and continue
to help other countries as well.

Another way that Twinkle Twinkle Little Books is helping to educate kids is by facilitating The Twinkle
Twinkle Little Writer's Club. The club is a secure, interactive web site created especially for young,
aspiring writers and artists. The site, designed to motivate creative thinking and literacy, offers kids up to
17 a safe place for creative resources. Kids are published, copyright-protected, and share their work on
the site and possibly in published hard-covered books.
